Program:

For the last time, my
name is Bob Davidson.
It's not David Bobson!

Bob Davidson, CEO of Canyon View
Capital was our program presenter for
the day. He described key moments of
the creation of his real estate investment
company. It all started long ago in 1976
as a CPA firm. While there he advised
many of his clients to purchase real
estate as a way to improve tax returns.
He soon discovered that his clients were
not so good at picking real estate
investments. So in 2005 he created
Canyon View Capital. Bob is a 48 year
resident of Santa Cruz. He is a biker, a
pilot, a racquetball player, and a houser
of 15,000 people. Canyon View Capital is
based in Santa Cruz it employs 18
people. A long time ago in a galaxy far far
away Bob identified the midwest as a
great opportunity. So far that is paying
off. He is helping 315 local investors and
in the last year he’s completed over 115
1031 exchanges. His philosophy is value
investing and he is looking for a long-
term by and hold at reasonable prices.

Bob started his investing career at the
University of Utah where he started an
investment club in 1968 he graduated
from accounting and in 1969 he invested
his first $3000 and only lost $1000. This
prompted him to find a better way of
making money and in 1969 he passed
his CPA exam and joined KPMG in San
Francisco. While at KPMG, he learned
about managed properties. These were
tax shelters for doctors. Doctors back,
then found themselves in the highest
marginal tax rate, which was 70%.
Eventually, he took this knowledge to
create Canyon View Capital.
